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Background Information 
Violence against women is a worldwide problem that affects people from every country, race, 
class, culture, and religion. The rights of women all over the world are violated as they 
continue to suffer from acts of violence including: physical, sexual, emotional abuse by an 
intimate partner or family members, sexual harassment and abuse by authority figures, 
trafficking for labor or sex, dowry-related violence, and systematic sexual abuse in conflict 
situations.  
 


Romanian women are not exempt from these human rights violations.  A study in Bucharest 
showed that over 21% of women have faced assault, either in their current relationships or in 
the past (CURS, 2008). In another study (IGPR, 2010), 50% of Romanians interviewed reported 
that domestic violence was “something normal” and not unusual.  The General Inspectorate of 
the Romanian Police found 1,240 Romanian victims of human trafficking in 2008 and, of this 
number, 157 victims (13%) were exploited within Romania’s borders. 
 


One of the first steps in addressing the serious problem of violence against women is to raise 
the public’s awareness of the issue and to better inform communities about the issue and its 
serious consequences.  The campaign, 16 Days of Activism against Gender Violence, was 
launched in 1991 as a way to organize activities that focus on gender violence awareness.  The 
16 days between November 25th and December 10th were specifically chosen for this 
campaign because they include numerous relevant and important days: 
 


• November 25:  International Day for the Elimination of Violence against Women 
• November 29: International Women Human Rights Defenders Day 
• December 1: World AIDS Day 
• December 3: International Day of Persons with Disabilities 
• December 10: International Human Rights Day

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2011 Campaign in ROMANIA 
The Gender and Development Committee is a group of US Peace Corps Volunteers and 
Romanians working to promote gender equality in the social and economic development 
processes of Romania.  This year, GAD in partnership with Fundatia Sensiblu and Fundatia 
IREX/Biblionet Program is coordinating a 16 Days campaign in Romania.  We are organizing a 
creative writing and art/photography competition for Romanian students.  This competition is 
open nationwide to all general schools, high schools, organizations, and libraries with 
interested students.  Students are expected to interpret this year’s theme – From Peace at 
Home to Peace in the World – creatively through writing, art or film.  Students’ submissions 
will be judged in five categories according to their grade level and type of entry. These five 
categories are: 


• Art/Photography Grade School Competition 
• Art/Photography High School Competition 
• Writing Grade School Competition 
• Writing High School Competition 
• Short Film (1-2min) High School Competition 


 


Schools, organizations, and libraries are encouraged to organize local competitions within 
their communities, sending the winning submissions electronically to the national 
competition.  In addition, we encourage local coordinators to consider hosting a community 
art/film show and essay reading to recognize participants. 
 


Details of the Competition. 
• The 2011 Theme is From Peace at Home to Peace in the World.  Art, photography, 


film and writing (in Romanian) should be creative interpretations of this theme created 
specifically for this competition. 


• Each school, organization, or library may submit only their top FIVE entries in each of 
the five categories (listed above). 


• Submissions to the national competition must be received electronically by December 
12, 2011.

• Winners of the National 16 Days Writing, Art/Photography and Film Competition will 
be announced in January 2012 and their work will be a part of an art and writing 
exposition in Bucharest. Winners will be awarded prizes during a special ceremony.  


• Students who would like to participate but do not have a local competition in their 
area may contact gadromania16zile@gmail.com about how to submit work.

Submissions to the national competition must be received by DECEMBER 12, 2011. If your 
school, organization or library would like to coordinate a local competition, we have included 
a sample calendar below.  Please note that you can adapt this calendar to the needs of your 
community, but submissions must be sent to the national competition by the deadline. 
 


October 10 – November 18:  Receive submissions from students for the local competition 
November 18 – December 8:  Coordinate judging of local submissions 
December 9:  Announcement of local winners in all five categories 
December 10 – December 12:  Send electronic versions of top FIVE in each category to the 
national competition 
After December 12:  Host a local exhibition of artwork, short films and a reading of writings
